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Introduction: 
There is lots of chaos in our country these past 5 months. This past Thursday is our nation’s attempt to begin to clarify an issue that hangs over our country –authority! 
Trump as a business man run things as a one man band. What he says goes, and though he has advisors, these advisors have no power to over ride or out vote him in any decision he makes.

Our country does not operate that way. There are three branches of government: The President, the Congress and the Supreme Court. Anyone can be and is a check and balance on the other two.

There is even confusion on what was the real meaning of the hearing  was with Mr.Comey. The President thinks it is a hearing to prove he is not involved with Russia. But the real reason is to question the use or miss use of power of the president.
Do I have to tell you that there is a lot of anxiety in our country and world right now? That anxiety seems to me to be who gets to control the direction of the world in the next few years?

I am willing to bet most of you have not been digging into your bibles for answers to these questions?

But, “Surprise, Surprise, Surprise” says Gomer Pyle. You do remember him do you not?

Philippians 4:6New Revised Standard Version (NRSV)
6 Do not worry about anything, but in everything by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known to God. 
The Apostle Paul says these words to the church at Phiippi in a time of great crisis.
You may recall these words, but do you know what comes next?

“7 And the peace of God, which surpasses all understanding, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus.”

It is time we allow God’s peace to rest on our hearts and minds, while these issues are worked out. 
But, I am getting a head of the story if we do not go back to the texts of the day.

Today is Trinity Sunday and it begins with Genesis.

“1 In the beginning when God created[a] the heavens and the earth,….”

In Hebrew the word “created” means both what God was doing and what God will continue to be creating.

We need to be reminded that the Trinity: Father, Son and Holy Spirit was doing the creating and existed though it was not talked about until later in Jesus’ day.

Now, to our Gospel lesson of the day.
The women have just met Jesus at the tomb following the Resurrection. He tells them “Do not be afraid; go and tell my brothers to go to Galilee; there they will see me.”
16” Now the eleven disciples went to Galilee, to the mountain to which Jesus had directed them. 17
18 And Jesus came and said to them, “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. 
Now here is the delema you face this morning.
Who is your authority you are going to trust?

Someone said, “Who gets to tell you who your are?” 

(I say this often to my congregation)
Is it going to be president Trump? Or the structure of the United States government? Or is it Jesus?

All three want to believe they are the supreme authority.

Jesus went on to give what we call the “Great Commission.”
19 WGo therefore and make disciples of all nations,
 baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit
 20 and teaching them to obey everything that I have commanded you. And remember, I am with you always, to the end of the age.”[a]
Conclusion
Furthermore, there are some other verses that may also give us direction on how to live in the midst of chaos. Again, the Apostle Paul has some suggestions.
8” Finally, beloved,[e] whatever is true, whatever is honorable, whatever is just, whatever is pure, whatever is pleasing, whatever is commendable, if there is any excellence and if there is anything worthy of praise, think about[f] these things. 9 Keep on doing the things that you have learned and received and heard and seen in me, and the God of peace will be with you.”
No one can serve two masters. Whose authority are you truly allowing to rule your life?
 If it is God, is it the God of the Trinity: God, the Father, Son and Holy Spirit?
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
