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Introduction:

If the literalists would bother to read scripture in context, they would see you cannot talk about marriage without talking about children and other relationships.
Always, Jesus is talking about relationships.

The law in Jesus’ day was only designed to deal with men. It was not always designed to deal with justice, compassion or pain. It was never designed for the good of women.
The way the text is written for us shows the one divorcing  as implying they are having no pain in the relationship. Nothing is said about the other and others in that relationship. 

The original intent of the Pharisees was to trap Jesus. Jesus must have gritted his teeth, dealt with the issue and moved on. These Pharisees were not open to a teachable moment. So, when Jesus finds the disciples showing no more compassion than the Pharisees, now comes the teachable moment.

Right after this event we find the disciples are speaking sternly to the parents for bringing their children to Jesus for a blessing.

So, what would Jesus have said to those men, had he talked about the spouses, the children and possibly other family members could be living with or under their care?

Indirectly he answers that question with his response to the disciple’s insensitivity to both the children and their parents.
10:14” But when Jesus saw this, he was indignant and said to them, "Let the little children come to me; do not stop them; for it is to such as these that the kingdom of God belongs.”
Jesus could have gone back to those insensitive men, and said to them-

“"Let the little children come to me; do not stop them; for it is to such as these that the kingdom of God belongs.”

Then to all the adults in the room and even to us, he says,

“10:15 Truly I tell you, whoever does not receive the kingdom of God as a little child will never enter it."
Adults, who are fighting, are most certainly in trouble with entering the kingdom of God.

We are all hung up on what would Jesus do about divorcing adults? Jesus is hung up on a bigger issue, what is happening in all our relationships in life!
Relationships have to do with how we get along with family, with neighbors, with employers and employees, with money in every way it is used and abused from the kid’s allowance to the fraudulent money schemes of dictators and our President. If you do not feel any pain in the way children are being treated in tents in Texas, you miss Jesus’ point.
Love and loving relationship are what life is about.

The issue of Kavenaugh and Ford is about, “whoever does not receive the kingdom of God as a little child will never enter it."

With all the smoke being blown on both sides, who is acting like a child receiving the kingdom of God?
Conclusion:

Don’t get stuck on this divorce issue. You are missing the point.

A person with a broken relationship with another person is a sinner in the eyes of God. This includes us all and now is the time to pray for forgiveness, not for whether we are right or wrong in a legal technicality.

Today is world Communion Sunday. A day we all are to be child-like in our relationship to each other and to God as we seek God’s kingdom now and in the future.
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
